Arigon Starr (Kickapoo/Creek) is an award-winning 
singer/songwriter/actress who grew up on the road as 
part of a military family. Her parents, Ken and Ruth 
Wahpecome (Creek-Cherokee-Seneca), supported her 
artistic expressions, encouraging her to learn as much 
as possible about music, composition, art and drama. 
 
In addition to writing and starring in the one-woman 
show, The Red Road, Starr is the creative force behind 
SUPER INDIAN, a radio series and a comic book. She’s 
been awarded two First Americans in the Arts, the 
Maverick from the Los Angeles Women’s Theater 
Project and a Wordcraft Circle of Native Writers.  
 
The Los Angeles based-Native Voices at the Autry has 
featured her in several plays, including lead roles in 
Equity productions of The Buz’Gem Blues, Please Do 
Not Touch the Indians and Kino & Teresa.   
 
Additionally, Starr has appeared on television in Showtime’s comedy, Barbershop: The Series, 
and ABC’s long-running soap opera, General Hospital.
